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Dane Lam – Conductor
Australian-Chinese conductor Dane Lam is Principal Conductor of China’s Xi’an Symphony Orchestra and enjoys a career spanning four continents. He was recently appointed Music Director of the Hawai’i Symphony Orchestra and Artistic Director of State Opera South Australia. 
Dane made his debut at just eighteen with Sydney Symphony Orchestra. His London mainstage debut in Opera Holland Park’s La cenerentola attracted widespread critical and popular acclaim. Subsequent appearances at OHP have included Così fan tutte, L’arlesiana, Don Giovanni, Aida, Il barbiere di Siviglia and Norma.
For the Xi’an Symphony Orchestra, he led the first staged, professional operas in this 3000-year-old city with Tosca in 2015 and Le nozze di Figaro in 2016; he has attracted soloists such as José Carreras, Nikolai Demidenko, Midori Goto, Stephen Hough, Yundi Li, Anne Sophie Mutter, Feng Ning and Liwei Qin.  

In recent seasons, Dane has conducted La bohème and Orpheus and Eurydice for Opera Australia, Così fan tutte in Adelaide, Orpheus, Le nozze di Figaro and La traviata in Brisbane, La clemenza di Tito in Canberra and Carmen in Perth; he also conducted the Melbourne, Queensland, Adelaide and West Australian Symphony Orchestras. In 2025, he undertakes a full Beethoven Cycle in Hawai’i and leads further performances of Orpheus for Opera Australia.
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
